The Ramadan Monologues - Part I
""Moslem-Jewish Religious Dialogue -
an Opening for Peace?"

Amira Halperin is a pioneer in the study of old and
new media in the life of the Palestinians, both in the
Middle East and in the Diaspora. In April 2018, her
book: 'The Use of New Media by the Palestinian
Diaspora in the United Kingdom', was published. Her
research is the result of unprecedented access to the
Palestinian community in the United Kingdom.

She is a Research Fellow at The Harry S. Truman
Research Institute for the Advancement of Peace at The Hebrew University of
Jerusalem. Her current research explores Middle Eastern immigrants, radicali-
zation and new media. She obtained her PhD in Communication and Media
from the Communication and Media Research Institute at the University of
Westminster, United Kingdom.

Amira worked as an investigative journalist and reporter, five years in Israel,
and five years in the UK. The highlight of her journalistic work, was her work
on BBC Television program, 'Panorama’. Amira conducted research on Hamas
funding in Europe, and the Muslim community in Europe.

In 2003, Amira directed the film 'UK-terrorists'
Haven', which explores the story of the two %
British suicide bombers who carried out a '
terror attack in the Tel Aviv bar, in 2003. She
conducted interviews with the terrorists'
family, imam, and neighbours.
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Amira Halperin is a regular media film by Amira Halperin
commentator on Israeli and international

media. She presents her research at top academic institutions
